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Modular short courses

Medical and Healthcare Technology at the University of Bradford, in
collaboration with the Association of Renal Technologists, are offering a
series of modular short courses in renal technology.

The modules also form part of the
Clinical Technology BSc course at Bradford.

Renal Technology 1 will be run on 20-22nd October 2010 at the University of
Bradford. Registration will cost £500 per student for the three day module.
This will include course materials and assessment, but will not include meals
or accommodation. The follow-up module Renal Technology 2 will be running
in February 2011, at a similar cost.
